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What Time is it? 

 
What time is it?  It depends on what you mean. 
 
Two Greek words are used for time.  Chronos is the word from which we get 

our word chronology.  Chronos is time on a clock, time portrayed by the calen-

dar, or time represented by a timeline.  The second word, kairos, is a signifi-

cant game-changing moment:  the birth of a child, graduation time, or a God-
moment. 
 
This summer a few people have been gathering to pilot a way of paying at-
tention to Kairos moments.  As chronos ticks we don‘t want to miss the ah-ha 

moments, the wow moments, the ―imagine that‖ moments!  We do not want 
to let the tick of the chronos schedule drown out the awe inspiring kairos sun-

rise or sunset.  We do not want to miss that we just passed a watershed kai-
ros.  ―Something just changed.” 
 
The process has been enlightening.  We look forward to sharing more about 
it in the time (chronos) ahead.  But you don‘t have to wait for that time.  Take 

some chronos to pay attention.  Life depends on what God is doing.  Ask, 

―God, what are you doing in my life right now?”  The answer to that question 
will be kairos.

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Youth Mission Trip Recap  

 

A few weeks ago, on July 17-23, Matt Cleaver, Jill Heyerdahl, and eleven youth from Hope Lutheran Church 

traveled to Houston for our annual youth mission trip. This trip was a bit different than many of our previous 

high school trips. In the past, we have done a lot of “task-oriented” trips. We have spent two summers in Mis-

sissippi helping the recovery effort after hurricane Katrina reconstructing houses. Two years ago we did similar 

work in Arkansas for local residents. 

 

This year wasn’t so much about doing things as it was learning to see the world we live in, the world that God 

created, differently. In order to accomplish this, we went through an organization called the Center for Student 

Missions (CSM).  CSM specializes in urban mission experiences and has locations in San Francisco, Los Ange-

les, Denver, Houston, Chicago, Nashville, Toronto, Washington DC, Philadelphia, and New York City. CSM 

scheduled our week and assigned us a city host to lead us throughout the week. 

 

Israel, a student at Houston Baptist University, was our city host and did a great job helping our kids to see the 

plight of those whose lives look much different than our own. We rubbed shoulders with many homeless people 

who had criminal histories, mental diseases, and substance addictions. We handed out meals to people who may 

not have had a meal that day other than the one we gave them. We toured different areas of urban Houston and 

saw impoverished neighborhoods next to new, hip condominium developments.  

 

Every afternoon, we went to play with kids who lived in a government subsidized apartment complex. The kids 

were mostly in elementary school—some older, some younger. The first day we arrived, the kids did not know 

we were coming, so we went out into the courtyard and got out some soccer balls, kickballs, and footballs and 

started playing around. Within five minutes, forty kids had swarmed us and were ready to play. It was obvious 

that these kids needed love and attention. Throughout the week we did our part to model Jesus’ love for them 

and to tell them about that love. It was hard to say goodbye at the end of the week. 

 

This trip showed our group the depth of need in the urban areas of America. All it took was some teenagers, a 

few balls, and a Christ-like attitude for children to come running from their homes to meet us. We were re-

minded of what Jesus said in Luke 10:2, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the 

harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.” We witnessed how ripe the harvest is during out 

week in Houston. But it was also obvious that the workers are indeed few. God is looking for people to be a part 

of his great harvest. How much you become one of his workers?
