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NALC reaches 100,000 -member 
milestone  
 

NALC is now among largest third of Lutheran church 
bodies worldwide 
 

The North American Lutheran Church has reached the significant milestone of 

100,000 members. The NALC passed the 100,000-member mark in June ð 

two months before its first anniversary. 
 

The NALC is now among the largest third of Lutheran church bodies in the world. 

The Lutheran World Federation has 145 member churches in 79 countries. The 

NALC is already larger than 96 of those church bodies. The NALC is also the fifth 

largest Lutheran church body in the United States. The church body has been ex-

periencing rapid growth since it was constituted Aug. 27, 2010. Since the NALC was 

constituted, more Lutheran congregations have joined the NALC than any other Lu-

theran church body in the United States. The NALC reached the 100-congregation 

milestone in January and the 200- church milestone in May. 
 

The Executive Council has formally received 212 member congregations during the 

NALCôs first ten months of existence. At least 23 additional congregations have 

passed resolutions indicating their intention to join the NALC upon completion of 

their departure from their current church body. 
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For those who have (and havenôt yet) asked how I know Remica Cox, I thought I 

would try to explain.  I will try to keep it short, but in my opinion, it is an amazing 

story. I do not know her and havenôt met her yet, but I believe that God is the reason 

we have been brought together.   
   

Scott and I were running errands on Saturday in Cedar Hill. The smoke that bil-

lowed in the distance caught our attention...maybe it was near our house or maybe 

an accident on I35, but we felt compelled to check it out.  We happened to drive into 

the neighborhood off of I-35 and Bear Creek Road where we could tell the smoke was close to. We 

were standing in the alley facing a field where the smoke poured out from wondering exactly how big 

and how close the wildfires could be to those houses.  After only about 10 minutes, Chandra Hill 

(Remicaôs next door neighbor) pulled into her driveway and started to ask what was happening. Scott 

(who does have fire fighting and rescue training skills due to his work) thought that due to the conditions 

and the wafts of smoke we were seeing that the fires could be heading our direction.  He asked them if 

they had a hose or sprinklers and helped to start wetting down the back of the house and yard. I had 

gone to the two houses next door to make sure no one was home.  On my way back, I saw Scott help-

ing move their cars and we could hear the firestorm coming. It was a sound of a raging inferno and it 

happened very fast, flames shooting up and consuming everything in their path. I ran (and screamed as 

I later saw this actual video footage that caught the moment http://www.nbcdfw.com/news/local/Ellis-

Grass-Fires-Prompt-Evacuations-124138594.html?

behind, but didnôt dare look back.  Scott stayed behind with the water hose to get all the folks out before 

he left.  We scooped up the kids that were at that house and told them that their parents were out and 

we just needed to find them. Right around the corner, we found Chandra and reunited her with the 

kidséshe was crying and praising God because they had all gotten out safe and were together.  Scott 

indicated that he was going back to see if there was anything he could do to help fight the fires.  They 

mentioned that their dog, Mia was still in the house so I went back to find her.  I found the dog wander-

ing around, but she was too sacred to come to me.  I called them and Chandraôs son met me so we 

could get the dogéshe was safe.  The fires kept up dancing from behind the houses and we kept being 

moved back for safety.  I called Scott to see where he was and to make sure he was safe.  He told me 

that the house next door had caught fire and to tell the firefighters so they would know. He was still there 

trying to fight the fires with a garden hose! I did pass the message, but mostly felt that Scott was on his 

own and worried about him.  I started to cry; it was so overwhelming to not know any these folks person-

ally, but to feel for them as they watched helplessly as the flames and smoke continued for hours.  Just 

then, a man came up and asked to pray with me.  He prayed passionately for the protection of the 

homes and peopleéand then he prayed for the peace of Jesus to come over us.  I remember it so much 

because I never told him why I was crying, but God led his prayer to be perfect right then.  I felt like I 

waited forever to hear back from Scott as he explained that he thought the firefighters had gotten a bet-

ter handle on the fires, but unfortunately that one house, the neighborôs house was a total loss. Itôs hard 

to explain the feeling of joy that is felt for my new friend Chandra that her house was safe, but the sad-

ness that the neighbor lost everything. Scott was also able to get Chandraôs friendôs purse when he went 

back to the house so we called Chandra to meet up with her.  Scott explained that when he left that her 

house was fine and that hopefully the firefighters would let them back to see their house by night-

fall.

Chandra was elated by what Scott had done to save her family and their home. She kept calling him an 

angel to which he just explained that ñGod had blessed him and that He asks us to bless othersò.  We had 

each others cell phone numbers so she let us know that night that her home was fine and she would let us 

know if she needed anything. 

 

I read on-line how her neighbor Remica Cox, a single mom, was in Florida at a Baptist convention with 

her two teenage daughters when the wildfires broke out. She was shocked to say the least to see her 

home destroyed when she got back.  The end of the article gave me insight on what a strong and faithful 

person she is; ñAfter last night, I questioned why? Then I asked myself, why not me? I do believe God has 

a better purpose and a plan for me and my girls,ò she said. I called Chandra Tuesday to see what I could 

do for Remica.  Little did I know, but Chandra had been busy since the fires, she explained that she felt 

called by God to help her neighbor; she wanted to be a blessing to her neighbor because it could have 

easily been her, too. She has worked with Remica to find out her needs to put together the donation drive 

for this weekend, contacted the homeowners association to ask for their help, worked to help set up a 

foundation account for donations, talked with city council member and her congressman to pull the com-

munity together to show Godôs love to their neighbor, who really needs it right now.  

  

This is why I have sent out the info to everyone to help Remica. She seems like such a wonderful person 

who really hasnôt asked for much considering her situation.  I have not met her yet, but have been working 

with Chandra to help spread the word.  I honestly didnôt know what type of response I would receive back, 

but it has brought tears of joy to hear from all the people who really want to help. Karine & Kathy each had 

sent me an email asking my connection to Remica; it really made me sit down and reflect on the whole 

picture. I am sorry for the long email, but I had to tell the story of how God is working within His peo-

ple.  We all have special gifts and talents; He only asks us to use them as we can to help others.  This 

story is still unfolding, and how wonderful it is to see Godôs never ending love.
