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Behold, the Man 
 

The Shroud of Turin is a 14 foot long linen cloth that bears the image of the crucified  

Jesus, front and back.  How the image got there is a mystery.   
  

In all of the gospels we are told Jesus was wrapped in a cloth before his burial.  In the 

gospel of John we are told that the cloth (along with a head cloth and linen strips) were 

found in the empty tomb on Easter morning.  There are atheists who believe the Shroud 

of Turin is that cloth.  There are Jewish people who neither believe Jesus was raised from 

the dead nor is the son of God, nevertheless believe the Shroud of Turin is that cloth.   

These believe that it is Jesus’ burial cloth because the evidence leads to that conclusion. 

At one time this was thought impossible.  Carbon 14 dating said the cloth was 13th to 15th 

century.  But then it was scientifically shown why that dating was not correct.  Since that 

time a whole new wave of study and interest has been given to the Shroud. 
 

This Lent we are going to look at some of this work.  We will watch a History Channel 

documentary telling the story of the Shroud.  There are moments when the documentary 

drifts off into Gnosticism.  I will tell you when it goes off-course.  But the bulk of the 

documentary is fascinating.   
 

Is the Shroud the burial cloth of Jesus?  It is very valuable even if it isn’t.  It is the best 

thing we have to help us envision what happened to Jesus in his Passion.  Our faith does 

not depend on the Shroud being real. 
 

Nevertheless, we should know what serious people are saying about the Shroud.  I be-

lieve, if the recent studies hold up under evaluation, the Shroud just might be the real 

deal.  In fact some very big pills have to be swallowed not to believe it is real.  For in-

stance, you have to believe someone anticipated photographic negatives and infrared 

photography and 3D computer technology hundreds of years before these were developed 

to believe it is a fake.  You also have to believe that someone mercilessly beat and

tortured a man to death to get an image (not to mention no one can figure out the image got on the cloth in the first 

place) on a cloth because there is real human blood (A B blood type with elevated belirubin counts – indicating 

traumatic stress on the part of the bleeder) all over the image area of the cloth.  In short, if these finding hold up 

under scrutiny, it becomes fantastic beyond comprehension to not believe it is real.  (This is why even non-

Christians are coming to this conclusion.) 
 

Not only will we watch segments of the documentary during the service each week but I will also show segments 

of a BBC documentary before the service.  Come, get your food, and then join us in the sanctuary before the ser-

vice for even more information.   

At the very least you will come away with a very clear image of what Jesus went through.  And this justifies taking 

a close look in-and-of-itself. 
 

I can guarantee you that you will be glad you came.  I also encourage you to invite family and friends.  They will 

thank you.

―The North American Lutheran Church.‖  We determined that these two bodies are nearly the same.  The 

North American Lutheran Church is basically the same theologically but has a Bishop and structure that in-

cludes some staff.  The North American Lutheran Church also has a guided call process for the calling of an 

ordained pastor. 
 

Then we hosted Pastor Henry Schulte to share his church’s journey involving the same questions we are 

pondering.  St. John’s in Boerne, Texas is presently a member of LCMC.  They will soon vote become part 

of the NALC.  They also intend to keep a dual membership in both of these. 
 

Then we processed all that we heard the three weeks prior. 
 

We will continue to process what we have heard.  Check out Hope’s Direction on our Website to see further 

comparisons and contrasts.  Watch for an informal survey through our email list. 
 

Also, plan to come hear Bishop Kanouse on April 3rd both in the services and in forum during the Sunday 

school time.   
 

It seems there is a growing comfort level with joining both LCMC and NALC.  We will continue to pray 

and discern this thought.
