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A New Lease Opportunity 

Forum October 16th 

Pastor Hennon Cooper, pastor of Rock of Faith Family Church, has asked us to consider leasing Hopeôs facility to 

his church. 

Our experience with Thanksgiving Tabernacle Bible Fellowship has been overwhelmingly positive.  In light of this 

good experience Hope Council is calling for a Special Congregational Meeting on October 23rd just after church (in 

the fellowship hall) to vote on essentially the same lease terms we offered Thanksgiving Tabernacle Bible Fellow-

ship. 

The council is inviting the congregation to a forum discussion of this opportunity on October 16th at 9:15 AM to dis-

cuss this.  (An initial airing of thoughts about this are also invited at the Youth Vision Raising on October 9th.) 

The terms would be the same as Thanksgiving Tabernacle Bible Fellowshipôs, with the exception (of course) of the 

time agreements. 

Rock of Faith Family Church asks to worship from 8:00 AM to 9:30 AM.  They pledge to be out entirely by 9:45 

AM.  They would regularly have Thursday evenings at Hope for an evening of ministry.  All other times would be 

coordinated with our master calendar keeper, secretary Karine Samer, to work out other times of meeting. 

Hope council felt that because we are already familiar with this type of leasing we could handle a rather short notice 

regarding this request.  This would benefit the church another approximately $8,000 a year.   The council suggests 

that during tough financial time it is wise for us to make use of such opportunities.  Our custodian, Bill Knoll, would 

receive an automatic raise to compensate the extra work.  

Secondly, we have also been approached about leasing to a private school.  This is not in the immediate future.  But 

we would like to let you know about these details.  The request is for a Monday through Friday, 2012 schedule.  The 

council has not made decisions to recommend this at this present time but this would be a good time to inform you 

about the discussion thus far.
